Remember, if you want to
do an apprenticeship you will need to find an
employer prepared to employ you.

a bit further to find what is right for you?
Remember if you choose to travel, you will
have to consider the time and cost.

What entry grades do | need?

If you are predicted mostly E-G
grades at GCSE, or if you are not
taking GCSEs then you should look
for courses at Entry and Level 1.

Iam predicted mostly As and Bs at GCSE and | want to do
A Levels at Sussex Downs College, how many subjects can
I take?

Students would usually study 4 X AS levels in the first year,
and then take three of those to A2 in the second year.

I find exams hard, | am more of a ‘hands on’ person

and | would prefer to do a practical course at college.

I am doing a couple of GCSEs at school, as well as some
vocational qualifications, and | am predicted an E in my
English. What can | do?

There are a range of Level 1 vocational courses that you
can look at, depending on your interests and career aims.
You may like to try our Explorer course, this gives you the
opportunity to try a few different vocational areas.

All students on our Level 1 programmes also do Functional
Skills in English and Maths. These are important to help
you progress, and vital for a job in the future

w

I am predicted to get A* - Cs in my GCSEs. | know what
type of career | am interested in and | would prefer to do
the vocational BTEC course. Can | still go to university if
I do a vocational course, or do | have to do A Levels?

A BTEC Extended Diploma is equivalent to three A Levels,
and with this you can go to University. You may start
your course on a subsidiary diploma in the first year,

and move on to the diploma in the second year to
complete the full qualification. Depending on the
programme, some students choose to do an A Level
alongside of their BTEC.

Iwant to do an A Level programme, but things
haven’t gone as planned this year and | may not
achieve the GCSE grades I need, can | re-take my
GCSEs?

Yes you can. As long as you are going to
achieve mostly D grades and above you can
do a one year GCSE programme at Lewes or

Park, which can also include a Level 2 BTEC
qualification. If you achieve a mix of C and D
grades, including English and Maths, you may
also be able to do an AS Level with your GCSEs.

I have a visual impairment and | need the
support of a signer at school. Will this continue
at Sussex Downs College?

Yes, someone from our Learning Support team
will be in touch before you start college. Please
make sure that you let us know when you put in
your college application form.

Iwant tolearn a trade, but they seem to start
at Level 1 orLevel 2 and, according to my
predicted grades, | can study at Level 3. Does
this mean that my GCSEs aren’t important?

No;, it is always important to do the best you
canin your GCSEs. If you are learning a trade
you will need to start at the beginning, but
in-some areas itis possible to ‘fast track’ with
GCSEs at C and above.

I get some help with my learning at school, and
I am not taking any GCSEs but | am doing some
vocational qualifications. Can I still come to
Sussex Downs College?

Yes, the College offers a range of foundation
learning programmes, and these will be
discussed at your college interview.

Sussex Downs College believes that all students
should be able to play an active role in college
life.

Healthy eating and living: The College canteens provide
healthy options so that you can eat well and stay healthy.

How to travel to Lewes 6th Form College

Sussex Downs College operates a car parking
permit scheme. All staff, students and visitors
bringing vehicles to the campus must display
a College issued parking permit in their
windscreen. However, a parking space cannot
be guaranteed, and it is recommended

that alternative means of transport are
considered.

For Sat Nav users, College post code is BN7 2XH.

From the east: along A27, turn right at the
Southerham roundabout through the Cuilfail tunnel.
Turn left at the roundabout continuing over the river
into the Lewes one way system. Turn left into Station
Road (Lewes Station is on your left). At the mini
roundabout turn left into Mountfield Road.

From the north: follow A26 to the Cuilfail
roundabout and follow directions as described
above.

From the west: along A27 turn left at the
roundabout sign posted Lewes. Follow road to
the Prison traffic lights. At the lights turn right,
continuing along Winterbourne Hollow, turn left
at the mini roundabout, and then continue down
to next mini roundabout adjacent to the railway
station. Go straight on into Mountfield Road. The
College main entrance is on the left hand side 200
metres from the roundabout. Parking is available on
campus, although please be aware that spaces are
limited and restrictions apply.

Lewes 6th Form College is less than a ten minute
walk from Lewes Station. On leaving the station’s
main entrance, turn left and left again into
Mountfield Road. The campus is approximately 200
metres along the road on the left hand side. Trains
run every 10 minutes from Brighton and every 30
minutes from Eastbourne. For more information on
train times and routes, call National rail Enquiries on
08457 48 49 50 or visit www.nationalrail.co.uk.

There are frequent buses serving the town centre
and the surrounding areas of Lewes, and from and
to Brighton.

How long is this course? One year.

Entry Requirements: You will need a general education to
GCSE standard with good basic literacy and numerical skills. In
line with Level 2 entry criteria it is expected that most applicants
will have a minimum of four GCSEs at D grade or above,
although applicants without this may be accepted on the course
following an interview to assess suitability and interest.

What will | study?

The 30-credit BTEC Level 2 Extended Certificate includes a
specialist work-related focus and covers the key knowledge
and practical skills required in the appropriate vocational
sector. The BTEC Level 2 Extended Certificate offers flexibility
and a choice of emphasis through the optional units. It is
equivalent to two GCSEs. You will be assessed throughout the
course, based on your class work and/or coursework and not
through formal exams.

What can | do after this course?

The qualification provides progression to employment or
onto Advanced (Level 3) programmes. A requirement of a
Merit (BB) is needed for this.

Accounting AS and A2

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? One year for AS Level and a further
year to complete the A Level.

Entry Requirements: Accounting is a very demanding subject
and you will need to be confident handling and understanding
numbers and should be expecting to achieve a B grades in GCSE
Mathematics, English Language and Science. Ideally, you will
take AS Accounting alongside another numerate subject, for
example A Level Maths or Economics. In addition, you need to
be organised, logical, able to learn and retain lots of information
and to produce work that is precise and accurate. This is in
addition to the standard college entry requirements for the
programme you have chosen.

What will | study?

The AS Level focuses mainly on financial accounting; this
is the process of recording business transactions and
reporting the business performance. To do this you learn
how organisations record transactions using double entry
bookkeeping and how to check the accuracy of your
bookkeeping. To measure business performance you will
prepare profit and loss accounts and balance sheets and
analyse these using ratio analysis. You will also investigate
the role ICT plays in accounting and learn how businesses
plan for the future using budgets. The second year is split
between financial and management accounting. You will be
assessed through exams.

What can | do after this course?

You could go on to study accounting or business related
subjects at University. It would also serve as a good
grounding for working in accounting, management or
business administration.

Business BTEC Certificate

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

How long is this course? One year.

Entry Requirements: Maths and English Grade C as well as
four additional GCSE grade C and above or equivalent. Those
progressing from the BTEC Extended Certificate Level 2 require
Merit grade as well as Maths and English GCSE grade C or
equivalent. An interview with the course team is required. This
is in addition to the standard college entry requirements for the
programme you have chosen. This course requires a great deal
of self-motivation and excellent time management skills.

What will | study?

The BTEC Certificate in Business is an AS equivalent
qualification, it is course work based and has no exams. The
course covers three units, which consist of two Mandatory
units on business environment and business resources and
an optional unit selected by the lecturing staff. Students
are awarded Pass, Merit or Distinction grades. You will be
assessed throughout the course, based on your class work
and/or coursework and not through formal exams.

What can | do after this course?
On successful completion of this course candidates can top
up this qualification to a full A Level equivalent.

This course is also available at Park College.

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? One year.

Entry Requirements: Maths and English Grade C as well as
four additional GCSE grade C and above or equivalent. Those
progressing from BTEC Extended Certificate Level 2 require

a Merit grade as well as Maths and English GCSE grade C or
equivalent. An interview with the course team is required. This
is in addition to the standard college entry requirements for the
programme you have chosen. This course requires a great deal
of self-motivation and excellent time management skills.

What will | study?

The course consists of 6 units of study (one A Level
equivalent), 4 core units and 2 specialist units. The core
units are:

How long is this course? One year for AS Level (BUSS1 and
BUSS2) and a further year to complete the full A Level (BUSS3
and BUSS4).

Entry Requirements: Minimum of GCSE Grade C in English
and Mathematics. A genuine interest in business is also required,
as students will be expected to make use of their knowledge of
the business world. The ability to write extended essays is also
essential.

What will | study?

The A Level course takes you through the different levels
of business management. In the first term you take on the
role of an entrepreneur and learn about the importance of
business planning. In term two, as the business expands
you learn about the internal operations of the business from
a managers perspective. In the A2 year; you initially look
at strategy development of larger businesses through the
eyes of a director. Finally, taking on the role of a CEO you
will examine the successes and failures of multinational
organisations. An interest in the real business world is
essential. You will be assessed through exams.

What can | do after this course?

Business Studies Degree Courses continue to be a popular
progression route for students wishing to continue with
their education.

Diploma

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? One year.

Entry Requirements: You should have a minimum of four
GCSEs at grades A*-C, including English and Maths, or other
equivalent Level 2 qualifications at merit level or higher,
including English and Maths, have a strong interest in business,
show motivation to succeed on the course.

What will | study?

The programme is built around supporting you in setting

up and running a micro business for a period of at least four
months. You will learn about business planning and finance
and how to set up a supply chain, communicate with your
customers, monitor the performance of your business and
plan for future expansion. You will also learn more about
yourself and how to develop an entrepreneurial mindset.
You will interact with both national and local entrepreneurs,
working on a range of business challenges. You will have the
opportunity to work closely with a local business, spending
time in a number of different departments and working on
real business issues agreed with the employer.

Financial Studies Certificate
and Diploma

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? The Certificate is an AS equivalent
course lasting one year. The Diploma is the second year of

the course and combined with the Certificate provides an A
Level equivalent qualification. The Certificate and Diploma are
available as a one-year intensive course.

Entry Requirements: There are no specific entry requirements
for entry onto the Certificate however students should be aware
that the final exam is written and a good level of English language
would be an advantage. GCSE English language at A-C is
recommended, but students can also be accepted onto the course
with an interview with the course coordinator. The Diploma
qualification is a wholly separate course and the guideline entry
requirement is C and above at Certificate Level. Students may also
proceed with the approval of the course coordinator.

What will | study?

Sussex Downs College in partnership with the Institute of
Financial Studies School of Finance offer financial capability
qualifications that will help students develop the crucial
financial life skills they need, whether progressing into higher
education, or entering the world of work.

How long is this course? One year - full-time.

Entry Requirements: Students should be at least 16 years of
age and must be enthusiastic about working with children. They
will need a minimum of four GCSEs at grade D, including English
Language. You will also need a clear Criminal Records Bureau
(CRB) check.

What will | study?

In this course you will study a range of different aspects
regarding the care and development of children. These will
include: Communication, Health and Safety and Promoting
Children’s Development. You will attend college three days
per week and work placement on two days per week. You
will attend three different placements in the year and your
success at these will form part of your overall grade. The
other assessments will consist of course-work and a multiple-
choice exam. You will need a clear CRB check. This course
can lead onto employment in the children’s sector or to a
Level 3 programme, if a grade B is achieved. You will be
assessed through a mixture of exams and coursework.

What can | do after this course?

If you achieve a distinction grade, you may choose to
continue in full-time education and progress onto a Level 3
course in Childcare or Health and Social Care. Alternatively,
on successful completion of this course, you will have a range
of career and employment options open to you, for example
as a classroom or nursery assistant.

Entry Requirements: The standard entry requirement is four
GCSEs at grade D, however applicants will be considered on an
individual basis.

What will | study?

This is a specialist work-related qualification for the Care
sector. It provides the knowledge, understanding and skills
needed for employment or further study. It examines the
needs of individuals across all age ranges, but particularly
focusing on those who need care and support. It is a good
introduction for those who think they might like to discover
more about how people develop and what factors affect
that development. It is assessed through course work and is
equivalent to two GCSEs, this would be taken alongside other
Level 2 programmes. You will be assessed throughout the
course, based on your class work and/or coursework and not
through formal exams.

What can | do after this course?

This course would enable you to continue onto Level 3
study. If a merit grade is achieved then you could progress
onto a Level 3 childcare or health and social care course.
Alternatively, this qualification can lead to employment
within the caring industry.



Children’s Care, Learning
and Development BTEC
National Diploma

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? Two years - full-time.

Entry Requirements: Students should be at least 16 years
of age and be enthusiastic about working with children. They
will need a minimum of five GCSEs at C grade, including C in
English Language. Those students wishing to progress onto
Initial Teacher Training must achieve at least a C grade in
GCSE English, Maths and Science. You will need to complete a
Criminal Records Bureau check (CRB). It is not possible to take
this course without satisfactory clearance.

What will | study?

This is a full-time course that examines a wide range of issues
about children’s development from birth to 16 years. There

is a large theoretical content, which is linked to the four
work placements you will attend. You will need a clear CRB
check to be completed to prior to starting the course. Usual
entry requirements apply. This qualification will enable you
to work with children in the UK and abroad. You could be
employed in a wide range of settings, e.g. in a nursery, as a
nanny, as a teaching assistant in a school, within the health
service. It also provides you with the skills and qualifications
to progress onto Higher Education to study for degrees such
as Teacher Training, Social Work, Psychology, Nursing, Speech
and Language Therapy. You will be assessed throughout the
course, based on your class work and/or coursework and not
through formal exams.

What can | do after this course?

This qualification will enable you to work with children in the
UK and abroad. You could be employed in a wide range of
settings, e.g. in a nursery, as a nanny, as a teaching assistant
in a school, within the health service. This course provides
you with the skills and qualifications to progress onto
Higher Education to study for degrees such as Teacher
Training, Social Work, Psychology, Nursing, Speech and
Language Therapy.
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Health and Social Care
AS Level Single Award

Location: Lewes 6th Form College

Level: Level 3

How long is this course? One year.

Entry Requirements: Five GCSEs at C or above, including
English Language and Mathematics.

What will | study?

This course will focus on the needs of those who use the care
sector and will examine how those needs can be met. You
will acquire knowledge and understanding of health, early
years and issues affecting the care sector. You will develop
your research and evaluative skills in a work-related context.
You will study the following units:

. Human Growth and Development (examined)
. Communication and Values in Care (coursework)
. Positive Care Environments (coursework)

You will also be expected to participate in voluntary work,
where you will have the opportunity to link theory to
practice. You will be assessed through a mixture of exams
and coursework.

What can | do after this course?

This course can lead to higher education to study nursing;
teacher training; social work; speech and language therapy or
care/health related degrees. It can also lead to employment
within the Care sector.
